Jesus and Mothers

Jesus interacted with many different mothers during His time upon the 
earth. Let’s notice three specific occasions.

In Luke 7:11-15 we read where“Jesus went to a town called Nain, and His 
disciples and a large crowd went along with Him.” As this large crowd was 
going into the city, another large crowd was coming out with a dead 
man,“the only son of his mother; and she was a widow.” “When the Lord 
saw her, He had compassion on her,”or as another version says,“His 
heart went out to her.” She was weeping, as probably any mother would 
be, but Jesus told her there was no need to weep. “Then He came and 
touched the open coffin, and those who carried him stood still. And He 
said, ‘Young man, I say to you, arise.’ So he who was dead sat up and 
began to speak. And He presented him to his mother.”

In Matthew 15:21-28 “a Canaanite woman...came to him, crying out, 
‘Lord, Son of David, have mercy on me! My daughter is suffering terribly 
from demon-possession.’” Jesus told her that He was only sent to“the lost 
sheep of the house of Israel”and that“it is not good to take the children’s 
bread and throw it to the little dogs.” But she persisted and replied,“Yes, 
Lord, yet even the little dogs eat the crumbs which fall from their masters’ 
table,”at which point He commended her for her great faith and said“‘Let it 
be to you as you desire.’ And her daughter was healed from that very 
hour.” 

 While on the cross Jesus turned His attention to His own mother. “When 
Jesus therefore saw His mother, and the disciple whom He loved standing 
by, he said to His mother, ‘Woman, behold your son!’ Then He said to the 
disciple, ‘Behold your mother!’ And from that hour that disciple took her to 
his own home”(John 19:26-27). 



What do we learn from these episodes in Jesus’ life? We learn the need 
to have compassion on widows and do what we can to comfort 
them. James says,“Pure and undefiled religion before God and the Father 
is this: to visit orphans and widows in their trouble, ...(James 1:27). We 
learn that those of other races and nationalities can have faith in the Lord 
and be accepted by Him. As Peter told Cornelius,“In truth I perceive that 
God shows no partiality. But in every nation whoever fears Him and works 
righteousness is accepted by Him”(Acts 10:34-35). We learn the 
importance of making sure the needs of our own mothers are met. As 
Paul tells Timothy,“If any believing man or woman has widows, let them 
relieve them” (1 Timothy 5:8, 16).

On this day and every day, may we follow the example of Jesus and the 
teaching of the Scriptures by showing the proper honor and respect for all 
mothers.
