Jericho and the Ways of God

Whoever heard of destroying a fortified city by marching around it,
shouting, and blowing trumpets? Have you heard our generals in Iraq
recommending such a tactic? Do you know of a general in any war who
would approve this plan? Not likely. And yet, God required Joshua and
the children of Israel to adopt this unlikely method of destroying Jericho
(Joshua 6).

1. This passage proves that
logic. Does this sound like a logical way for an army to conquer a city?

a. March around the city once a day for six days, and seven times on
the seventh day.

b. The priests blow their trumpets.
c. The people shout.

2. This passage proves that
faith. God promised that the walls would fall after His people followed
His instructions. The ruins of the city appear as if a mighty blast had
gone off in the middle of the city, forcing the walls outward.

3. The passage proves
thoughts are not your thoughts, nor are your ways My ways, says the
Lord. For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are My ways
higher than your ways, a n d (Isdvah
55:8-9).

To the people in Jericho, the children of Israel must have looked
ridiculous. Normal people would have used a battering ram. But the
battering ram and other skillfully deployed military strategy would have
received the credit.

When God saved the firstborn in Egypt by ordering His people to
put blood on the doorposts, they saw no connection between the
command the promise, but it worked (Exodus 12:22).

When God ordered Moses to put a brass snake on a pole to cure
snake-bitten Israelites, though it defied logic, it worked (Numbers 21).

When God ordered Saul of Tarsus to i1 . .Arise and be baptized, and
wash away your sins,
must have seemed just as foolish as marching around Jericho.
