ñIôm So Happy to Be Here!!!!!!ò 

A lady who worshipped with the church here a few months ago while 

she was in town told me basically the same words in the title.  When I filed 

her guest card, I noticed that she had written the same thing, as it appears 

above, on her card the last time she was here.   

ñIôm so happy to be here!!!!!ò  How close does this phrase come to 

describing how you feel right now if you are reading this while at worship?  

How close does it come to describing how you feel every time you have an 

opportunity to assemble with saints to worship God? 

In Psalm 122:1 David expressed similar feelings when he wrote, ñI was 

glad when they said to me, óLet us go to the house of the LORD.ôò  His 

psalms repeatedly show his gladness and happiness to be in the presence of 

God.  You do not have to wonder how he felt about worshipping God when 

you read the feelings he expressed about it. 

In contrast, the Israelites became so distant from God that at the thought 

of worshipping him they said, ñOh, what a weariness!ò (Malachi 1:13).  

While I have never heard someone actually say such a thing about 

worshipping God, I have seen some people assembled to worship whose 

countenance seemed to say it for them.  My guess is that you have seen 

them, too.  Have you ever been one of them? 

Some people are able to put on a good front, but there is no substance to 

them.  Jesus said of the scribes and Pharisees of His day, ñYou hypocrites, 

rightly did Isaiah prophesy of you: óThis people honors Me with their lips, 

but their heart is far away from Meôò (Matthew 15:7-8).  Have you ever 

put on a fake smile and acted glad to be able to worship God, while 

inwardly your heart was somewhere else?  Jesus said that such worship is 

ñin vainò (:9). 

It is so encouraging to see people who seem sincerely glad to be 

assembled to worship God, who are excited to have another opportunity to 

do so.  They help get you more excited yourself.  As we assemble to 

worship God, may we all remember that ñthis is our God for whom we have 

waited that He might save us.  This is the LORD for whom we have waited; 

let us rejoice and be glad in His salvationò (Isaiah 25:9). 

Arenôt you happy to be here?! 



The story of Naomiôs family is a sad one, yet it is among the most beautiful in the 

pages of Scripture. It is related in the little book of Ruth. Naomi was the wife of 

Elimelech, a man from Bethlehem. They had two sons, Mahlon and Chilion. After a 

time, tragedy invaded this good family. 

First, a famine struck the land. It was so severe that Elimelech decided to move. 

Anyone who has lost a job and had to abandon his home can appreciate what a hard-

ship this was. In this case, however, the family relocated to a foreign country! ï to 

Moab, southeast of Israel. 

Naomiôs family settled in, and then came the second tragedy: Elimelech died. 

Naomi faced the challenges of loneliness and uncertainty that confront all widows. As 

if that were not enough, she still had two sons at home and was living in a foreign 

land. There was no ñextended familyò present to help. How would she survive? 

She did. Her sons each took a wife from among the Moabites. Mah Ion married 

Ruth and Chilion married Orpah. Things were considerably better until the third blow: 

Mahlon and Chilion both died. We expect to outlive parents, and one spouse is almost 

always left behind, but no one anticipates burying their children. A sadder story than 

Naomiôs is hard to imagine. 

Conditions improved in Israel, and Naomi understandably decided to move back 

home. Her daughters-in-law started with her, but Naomi urged them to stay and find a 

husband among their people. Orpah did; Ruth, however, would not be deterred. 

Back in Israel, this bleak narrative turns much brighter. Ruth met and married 

Boaz, a wealthy kinsman of Elimelech. The days of want were over. The couple had a 

child and became King Davidôs great-grandparents. 

Two things stand out in this story. One is Naomiôs dedication to the Lord. She 

felt her hardships so keenly that upon her return home she told her neighbors to call 

her Mara, which means bitter, instead of Naomi, which means delight. She even at-

tributed the bitterness of her life to God (Ruth 1:20-21). Nevertheless, she did not 

turn against Him. Her faith was rewarded with care and provision beyond her dreams. 

The other noteworthy example in this account is Ruthôs dedication to her mother-

in-law. Her loving words to Naomi have been put to music and are appropriately sung 

at weddings: ñWhither thou goest, I will go; and where thou lodgest, I will lodge: thy 

people shall be my people, and thy God my Godò (Ruth 1:16, KJV). Ruthôs self-

sacrifice made a name for her among the Bethlehemites. It won Boazôs heart. 

This kind of dedication to parents is in­deed precious. It is not without chal-

lenges, as this story illustrates. Yet self-sacrifice and dedication to the good of others 

is the essence of Christianity (1 Tim. 5:8).
